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The first tune in this set came up when CIM instructor Brian Miller taught it to a few of his students
ahead of their trip to the All-Ireland Fleadh in 2018, which was hosted in the city of Drogheda, about
40-minutes north of Dublin. The second tune was a favorite of flute player Jack Coughlin, and sometimes
the parts are played in reverse order. There is a great recording of it on CIM instructor Sean Gavin’s CD
with his band NicGaviskey: Home Away From Home.
